Snack and Crack

The last couple of months with my Montecarlo have been pretty mundane. That is not to say that its all been
plain sailing. In quick succession the speedo cable snapped and then the bonnet release cable.

The speedo cable gave me a minor heart attack as | tried to work out how | was going to extract it and then
have to weave it back through the dash into the central tunnel under the car and then out into the engine bay
at the back of the car. Luckily before | ripped the whole cable out | had a minor brain wave of just pulling out
the inner of the cable, leaving the outer in place.

This made fitting the new speedo cable really easy, it's just a pity that the guy that made up the cable did not
make it long enough! So | need to go back and get another one made up about 2 centimeters longer.

The snapped bonnet cable is a pretty common problem and on the Internet forums for Montecarlos, owners
joke that that is why the plastic vents are there. Rather worryingly by sticking a screwdriver down one of the
plastic vents you can pop the mechanism that holds the bonnet closed.

The previous owner had bodged this before with some thick wire, it had worked for a number of years but the
fatigue of the tight bends finally broke it.

| have replaced it with some proper stainless steel braided cable and attached the ends with mountain bike
brake connectors. So hopefully my bodge will out last the car.

The biggest upset for me happened the evening before my final exam. Sitting in traffic stationary and
someone in the car behind me slipped off the clutch and drove into me. The guy got out and was super
friendly, explained his foot had slipped off the clutch and we swapped details. Being the day before my final
exam, it really did not want to stress too much about this. The damage was not that bad and he seemed like
an honest guy.

How wrong was |, the next day | phoned him from the police station when | reported it, to give him the docket
number of the accident for his insurance.



He was totally a different person and downright rude to me. | followed up the next day by sending him email,
to which he gave a long reply implying | was trying to make him pay for damage that was there before the
accident. He has totally pissed me off and as he has refused to cooperate or give me his insurance details |
am taking him to small claims court.

The only advice | have learned from the experience so far, is that if at all possible after an accident you should
go directly to the nearest police station with the other person and fill in the accident report together.

To end off on a positive note, mechanically my Montecarlo is going nicely. In her two years with me | have had
the starter and the alternator rebuilt. Had it dyno tuned, the carbs rejetted and the ignition remapped. The
cylinder head was rebuilt with new valve stem seals. Most of the suspension bushes in the back have been
remade in polyurethane, both rear wheel bearings have been replaced and the steering rack has been rebuilt
with new rubbers and seals.

Little things like the accelerator cable, bonnet release cable and gear linkage bushings have been replaced.
Necessary upgrades that all Montes need like reinforcing the rear cross member and fitting a relay to the head
lights have been done.

She is currently running on 4 pretty new pirelli tyres, which finish her off rather nicely | think. As you may have
realized | am start to get ready to sell her as | plan to go overseas next year. If anyone is interested please let
me know. Over the next couple of months | will be doing some cosmetic work and then starting to advertise in
Auto Trader and the like, but would be willing to sell it sooner and cheaper to an enthusiast.
